Pace University Community Standards:
Covid-19 Guidelines

Effective: August 16th, 2021

All students have a responsibility to their campus community to fully commit to supporting the health of our
campus in an effort to manage the spread of the COVID-19 virus. Due to the COVID-19 Pandemic the University
has implemented a number of guidelines and procedures that must be adhered to while living and attending
classes on campus. Students in violation of these polices will be subjected to the sanction guidelines listed

below.
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Students should also be aware that egregious or intentional violations of these policies may result in
immediate removal from campus up to suspension or expulsion from the University.

If there is a reasonable basis to believe that a student’s conduct has intentionally posed a significant
health or safety threat to one or more members of the community (i.e., hosting a large party, ignoring
isolation or quarantine, intentionally coughing in another’s face, intentionally spitting on another person)
the University will take immediate action to address the health or safety risk that the conduct has
created. This immediate action may include, but is not limited to, the student’s removal from campus
and/or the denial of access to all or specified activities on a temporary or permanent basis. If such
immediate action is taken by the University, the student will be temporarily suspended, and their case
will be reviewed following Pace University’s Student Conduct process.
