Grading Standards for Essays: 

 

 
A. Outstanding Work. An “A” paper presents interesting, insightful ideas. There is a clear focus (thesis, 
controlling idea) that is developed in an organized, concise, logical manner. Unified and coherent paragraphs 
include specific, relevant, supporting evidence, and examples. Sentences are varied and well constructed. Word 
choices are precise, fresh, and vivid. There are virtually no errors in grammar, punctuation, spelling, or usage. 
 
B. Good Work. A “B” paper demonstrates a thoughtful, solid understanding of the subject. Although ideas are 
interesting, they tend to lack originality or insight. Focus is clear and content well organized, but paragraphs 
may be slightly underdeveloped or need more support. Most sentences are varied and well constructed. Word 
choice is generally appropriate. Although there may be some minor errors in grammar, punctuation, spelling, or 
usage, none of these problems is glaring or highly distracting.
